2010 Report: Stanton

2010 was a cold year, the coldest since records began here in 2005 and on local record going back to 1991. The mean being 8.75c, -0.8c below the local average. 8 months produced below average temperatures. The winter period of January and February was cold. Spring started warm, but ended on a cool note. The Early summer saw some slightly above average temperatures, but August became wet and autumnal. Autumn was wet and ended very cold indeed. Winter set in very early and was severely cold throughout December. 
Daily notes:  

May 23rd was hot, the hottest day of the year with 29.0c

November 4th, the temperature reached 16.4c, an exceptionally mild day, which was on the whole was a cold autumn; this was the warmest November day recorded on local record. 

November 28th, the temperature fell to –11.2c, the coldest November night recorded here and locally.

December 6th was the coldest day of the year with a maximum of just –5.8c and by far also the coldest day on local record.

Christmas morning produced the coldest night ever recorded at this station and locally, -12.2c with          –16.6c on the ground.
