The mean maximum, mean minimum and overall mean were all record lows going back to 1991 for this area with no near comparisons.

Mean minimum, minus 0.6c. Nearest 1.0c in 2001.

The mean was 2.3c, minus 4.0c below the average. The nearest was 3.9c in 1996.

Most air frosts 21, closest to that was 15 in 1995

Absolute max of 9.6c, nearest was 9.8c in 1996.

Absolute minimum was minus 5.1c coldest since March 2010 (minus 5.8c) I am sure this would have been broken too but for the persistent cloud cover at night when snow was deepest.

Highest minimum 4.6c also lowest on record. Closest was 5.6 in 1996.

Lowest maximum of 0.2c was another record by a long way, nearest was 1.4c in 1996.
